As you close the books on 2008 and start planning for 2009, below are a few tips to ensure 
you are taking advantage of all the benefits your VHEIP account has to offer and maximizing 
your college savings opportunities: 

• Claim your Vermont income tax credit on 2008 VHEIP contributions.

• Set your 2009 savings goals. Consider earmarking a portion of your potential 2008 
tax refund for contribution to your VHEIP account in 2009, and you'll be that much 
closer to realizing the dream of a college education for your child or loved one. 

• Continue to review and monitor your savings goals. Are you on track? If you're not 
sure, start with a visit to the National Center for Education Statistics, which provides 
current tuition and expense data for nearly 7,000 colleges and universities in the 
United States. Then, use those figures to see how your progress and current 
investment strategy compare in the College Savings Calculator.

• If you haven't already, consider signing up for our Automatic Contribution Plan 
(ACP). Your monthly contributions will be consistently taken care of, helping to keep 
your savings goals on track while you continue to see potential long-term benefits for 
you and your children or loved one. 

• Review your Investment Options. The Treasury Department and the IRS recently 
announced that for 2009 only, 529 plan account owners will be allowed to change 
Investment Options two times per year, rather than just once. This means that you can 
reallocate your investment to different Investment Options in your plan up to two times 
this year. (Note this change is for 2009 only.) 
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
